Daisy Dolls
Approximately 9 inches tall

Read through all directions before beginning.
Preparing Terra Cotta Pot -

1.  Remove price sticker and any residue.  

2.  Wash and dry terra cotta pot and saucer.
3.  Apply 2 to 3 coats of paint to terra cotta pot and saucer allowing to completely dry between each coat.

4.  Spray Acrylic coating or varnish.

Preparing the Flowers Face –

1.  Paint your wooden discs with 2 coats of flesh colored acrylic paint allowing to completely dry between each coat.

2.  With the black medium point painting pen, make two dots for the eyes

3.  With the black fine point painting pen, make the two small slashes eyebrows.

4.  With the red fine point painting pen, make the mouth by making two dots side by side, but touching, and one dot underneath, but touching.  Then starting at each side of the mouth, make two small slashes.

Getting Flowers Ready –

1.  Print out flower pattern.  On wrong side of doubled material, trace the pattern with your disappearing ink marking pen.  Make 4 (8 flowers).

2.  Cut out with your pinking shears.

3.  Repeat the above 2 steps with the low loft batting, but you will only need 6 of these.
Making the petals –

1.  With two layers of flowers and your pinking shears, cut 1 inch into the flowers 6 to 7 times around.  Do this to all the material flowers and the batting flowers.

Putting the Flowers Together –

1.  Layer the flowers – 2 material flowers, then 2 batting flowers – do this 3 times ending with 2 material flowers.
2.  With the thread to match, make just a few hand stitches through all layers in the middle of the flowers.
3.  Doll Hair – for the dark short hair styles, simply put a small amount of dark embroidery floss in the center of your flower and lay your face down on top of it.  Fluff the hair out around the face.  If you like it, take the it all up gently (trying to keep it in place), put some glue in the center of the flower to glue hair and then hot glue on top of the hair and glue down the face.  For the braids – I tied one end of the red embroidery thread to the handle of a file cabinet (to keep it stable while I braided it), braid and tie off at the ends, then bring the end of the braids up towards the beginning and tie.  Put a small amount of red embroidery floss down in center of flower, fluff out for bangs.  When you have it to your likely, glue it all down.
4.  Floral Foam:  Put the terra cotta pot upside down on top of floral foam and trace around.  Cut this out and glue down to inside of terra cotta pot.   

5.  Stem:  Cut your green wooden floral stakes to approximately 6 inches.  Put the floral stake in between the center of the flower and glue.  Push this down into the floral foam.

6.  Spanish Moss:  Grab a bunch of Spanish moss and glue all around floral stake.

7.  Put Terra Cotta Pot and Saucer Together:  Hot glue terra cotta pot to the saucer.

8. Finishing Touches:  Print out the brim pattern and glue together (1/4 inch wide x 11 inches long), trace pattern on single layer matching material.  Cut or tear it out, so it will have a frayed appearance, Glue to the outside brim of the terra cotta pot.  Print out the bow pattern.  On single layer material, trace and cut out.  Tie in a bow and glue to front of terra cotta pot.
