A Lillie Mae’s Crafts original design by Brenda Greenwalt

Message Hearts

Approximately 7-1/2 inches tall.

Read through all directions before beginning.  

Instructions
Heart:
#1.  Print out pattern on card stock.  (Suggestion:  Keep card stock patterns in zip lock bag with these printed out instructions.) 
#2.  Trace around heart pattern on right side of doubled material with disappearing fabric marking pen.  

#3.  Sew on traced lines.  Do NOT leave an opening.
#4.  With pinking shears, cut out heart about 1/2 inch away from sewn lines.

#5.  On front of heart, cut a small slit for stuffing.
#6.  Stuff firmly and sew opening closed.

Stitchery:
#1.  Print out pattern on card stock.
#2.  Trace outside pattern on doubled muslin and cut out.

#3.  Place one layer of the muslin on a light box or up to a bright sunny window and with Mark ’b’ Gone fabric marking pen, trace saying.

#4.  Using the appropriate color embroidery floss, and using a simple back stitch, embroider letters.  Do  not embroider inside dotted line; this is simply to show you approximately where to sew the running stitch when sewing to the pillow.
#5.  Color in with the appropriate colored pencil.

#6.  Put the other layer of muslin back underneath the top layer for staining.

Staining Stitchery:

#1.  Mix stain:  Combine 1/4 cup instant coffee with 1 cup water in a glass jar with lid.  To this add 1/8 cup vanilla extract and 1 teaspoon fragrance oil.  Place lid on jar and shake well.  (A glass jar is suggested so that you may keep the left over staining mix for your next project.)
#2.  Line an old cookie sheet with either wax paper or old rags and lay your embroidered piece here.

#3.  Bake at 200 degrees for 10 minutes.  NEVER leave this unattended.  If you need to bake longer, only bake at 5 minute increments.  

Finishing:

#1.  Center the embroidered stitchery on the front of the pillow making sure the opening used for stuffing is covered by the stitchery.  
#2.  Sew to center of pillow using a simple running stitch.
