Tooth Fairy Pillow - approximately 4 inches x 6-1/2 inches
Read through all directions before beginning.

Instructions:

#1. Print out pillow pattern. On doubled material, trace pattern with disappearing
fabric marking pen.

#2. Using a sunny window or light box, hold one layer of material up to a sunny
window or use a light box and, using disappearing fabric marking pen, trace
letters.

#3. Put layers of pillow pattern back together with wrong sides together. On
right side of pillow, sew all around with about a 1/4 inch seam allowance. Do
NOT leave an opening for turning.

#4. Cut out about 1 inch from sewn lines. On front and to the left, cut a small slit
in one layer of material only for turning. Turn and press.

#5. Stuff firmly and hand stitch opening closed. Referring to photo, cut small
slits in edging all around pillow.

#6. Print out tooth pattern. On right side of doubled material and with
disappearing fabric marking pen, trace tooth pattern.

#7. Sew on traced lines and cut out about 1/4 inch from sewn lines.

#8. Glue this with fabric glue right on top of opening left for stuffing the pillow
being sure to leave the opening of the tooth ungiued and open.

#9. With a paint pen or fabric marker, trace letters on pillow.

#10. Glue lace all around edge of pillow.

#11. Glue beading on top of edge of lace.

#12. Hand stitch cording to back of pillow; to hand on door knob for tooth fairy.
