Clip curves end furn.

##4 - S1uff head and body firmly and sew opening closed.

#5- Next stuff arms and legs up o stuffing line indicated on pattern. Sew openings closed.

#6 - Scrunch up th 10ps of the arms and legs and sew anto body where indicated on pattern.

#7 - Attoch a loop of thread 1o 1op of the head and o the 10p of the legs (thisis for hanging them o dry).

Sadie Marie Body:

1~ Print and cut out patter.

#2 - On doubled unbleached musin, inall body pieces, and with Mark'B Gone/Disappearing pen frace completely
around ol

#3 - Sew directly on the ines you traced with your Mark Gone/Disappearing pen. Do not leave an opening. Clip
34 - Cut a small it in the back and furn hrough this opening.

45~ SHUFY the logs p to the tuffing lne indicated. To enable Sadie Marie fo i, sew a straight stitch
‘complefely across both legs, as indicated on the pattern.

#6 - Next stuff her arns up fo th stuffing in indicated. Sew alne o sttching from the shoulder down o e
underarm of each arm, as indicated on e pattern.

‘Staining For Both Dolls:
##1 - There are many different ways to stain dolls. Some prefer fea, but his is my prefesned method. Combine +

cup instont coffee, 2 ups hot wafer, 2 Tablespoons Varilla extract and 4 feaspoon fragrance il (Some of my
preferred scents are cimanon bun, suga cookies,an venil) i  glass r wih id. Shake fora few minutes unil
tharoughly mixed. (Se the supply liston back of pattern cover for some suggested places for purchasing
fragrance oils.) If th scent isnot trong enough for your preference, add another 1/8 teaspoon of frgrance ol
and continue his unfil the scent i fo your iking. However, T would suggest only adding /8 fecspoon of frogrance
il each ime because i you add o0 much and the scent i foo sirong for you, you wil have fo sart aver.

#2. Staining is always avery sloppy ob; T haveried severalmefhods and this s the easies T have discovered.
‘Some like toput the staiing mixture in  spray botfle ond spray the dol. However, T aways found that my sproy
bottles clogaed up easily 50 row T use sponge brush. Begin by lnng an old cooke sheet (youwil ot wort fo use a
900 one) with wex paper and ko your doll hre.

3 - With your sponge brush dip info your sain and thoroughly coat the dollan all sides with the stain mixture.
Check the dolltharoughly o make sure you have covered al the sears, efc.

#4 - Some suggest the drying method of oven baking, hawever, T have had bad experiences using that mefthod.
‘Wit the loop creafed and attached 1o the top of her head, hang her p 1o cry. T use old wire hangers. Be sure fo
hang where possible ripping from the stain mixture wil ot cause damage (gare, efc.) o place something below
1o catch drippings. This mefhod may fake a it longr, bt t has never filed me. T Tmin a uery,  will ut o
fan on her to expedite the drying time. Put your i back on he gkss jr with the remaiing mixture and save for
your next dal.

Eracieanne Pajama T Sadiemaries
#1-Printond cut out the ptfemns.

##2 - On doubl koyer flonel material,right sides fogether, in patterns and cut out.
##3 - Start sewing sde.seams 1-1/4 inches down from the 1op: leaving the very top unsewn (s lstrated on the
pattern). The upper part,lft unsewn, wil be fhe fop pat of he pajama top nd rightie s well s the sleeves.
##4 - Turn the upper part, left unsewn, under 1/4 inch and hem. Clp curves and furn. Press.

#8 - Pinkace in place on bottom of pajama op and sew in ploce.
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#1.-Print and cut out the pattemn.

#2 - On doubled flannel maferia, right sides togefher, pin pattern and frace.

#3- Sew side seams on traced lines. Cut ou.

#4 - We're going 1o be a lttle unconventional and go ahead and sew the hem. Turn hem under 1/4 inch and hem.
#5 - Turn top edge under 1/4 inch and hem,

286 - Next sew inside seams, where indicated on dofted lines, o divide leg. Clip curves and furn. Press.

#7 - Cut 1o separate legs es indicated by the solid line on pattern.

8 - With your pink embroidery thread, hand sew a running sitch around op hem, pull and gather.

Face For Both Doll
1~ T abiays begin with the eyes. To be sure you dorit place them 10 high p on the forehead, check the pattern
for their placement. Thread your long beading nezdle with black (regular sewing) thread and, strting in the seam
at the top of the head (this wil be covered with her hair) sew black beads on for eyes as indicated on pattern
2 - Eyebrows and nase: Thread doll needle with black embroidery thread. using 1 strand for nose.an 2 strands
for eyebrows,start n the seam ot the top of the head place eyebrows,nose, and mouth where indicated on
pottern.

#3- Mouth: T do my mouth, Tm sure, a iftle differently from others; but this s the way that works for me.
After you have the eyes done, fake a regular size spool of thread. Match the top of the spool up with the eyes
ncking sure the spool of thread is placed evenly befween the eyes and the botfom of the spool should be about
where you would ke the mouth 1o be. With a pencil,ightly race the curve at the bottom of the spoal of thread:
this makes the curve of the mauth and does a wonderful ob. Using 2 strands of black embroidery thread.
embroider the mouth as indicated on fhe patfem.

#4~ racieanne Cheeks. Dip some counfry red paint anto paper plate. ip your stencil brush lightly into the paint
and pounce off most of f anto the paper fowels. Unless you want her.cheeks really red and rasy, b sure to pounce
off MOST of the paint. If her cheeks are not colorful enough for you, you can always add more.but begin by
applying only a small amount. With your stencil brush and checking picture on pattern for placement of cheeks, ina
circling mofion, paint on cheeks.

5 - Sadie Marie Cheeks: Dip the small round sponge brush into red paint and pounce off mast of if. AS
illustrated on the pattern,lightly stamp onto dolL

Hair:

71~ On my “country dolls" T ke their hai fo be nice and thick.

Sracieanne - Cut 30 t1inch stips of dol hai: i 2 strips fogether in the middie. (You can add mare i the har is
not thick enaugh for you)

Saclie Harde- Cut 20 4-inch strips o doll hair; ie 2 srips fogether in the middle.

32 - Beginving srip - startng i center of 1op of head (in seam - where indicated on pattern) center the knot of a
i strp and fack down with at least 2-3 sifches with thread that matches your har. Place another knot o hair
strips next to this ane, fack down, and continue in his way sewing through the knots unilyou e abot half-way
down one side of the dolls head face and then do other side.

##3- Pushing hair up fowards face, sew more strips of hair behind beginning strip. Continue this urtil her hair i o5
hick as you k. As the hair becomes thicker you nay need 10 use the pliers 1o pullthe needle through the hair os
you sew on more strands.

#4 - Gracieanne - For bangs bring  few strands of hir fowards forehead and fim.

#5 - When you have the hair s fhick as you ik, frim 1o the length you desire.

Gracieanne hos somewhat of a wedge hairstyle meaning that the hair underneath i longer and the lyers get
shorter as you go p fowards the top of her head. The sides hough are alwaysa bi longer. Look at pictures for
help with this.

Sadie Marie - with the white ibbon, divide her hair into high pigtails ond e with a bowl

#2 - Clp curves and turn. Stuff firmly and sew opening closed.

#3 - Trace the pillow case patter with your MarkB Gone/Disappearing fabric pen onto whife.
material and sew on fraced lines, leave open where indicated on pattern.

#4 - Clp curves and furn. Turn opening under about 4 inch and press.

#5- Put pillow i pillow case.
