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A Lillie Mae’s Crafts Tid-Bit original design by Brenda Greenwalt

Christmas Tag-a-Long Bookmark
Read through all directions before beginning.

Materials:

Muslin, disappearing fabric marking pen, sunny window or light box, embroidery thread in appropriate colors, acrylic paint, FolkArt Antiquing Medium in Apple Butter Brown, paint brush and sponge brush, instant coffee, vanilla extract, fragrance oil of your choice, old cookie sheet, wax paper or old rags to line cookie sheet, fabric glue, basic sewing supplies.  Seed beads, colored pencils, etc.  
Preparing Bookmark:
#1.  Print out outside bookmark pattern.
#2.  On doubled layer muslin, trace pattern with disappearing fabric marking pen.

#3.  Using 1/4 inch seam allowance, sew completely around bookmark…do NOT leave an opening.
#4.  Attach a string or thread to end of pattern (for hanging to dry).

Painting:

#1.  Get your supplies out including acrylic paint, antique medium, a cup of water, paintbrush, paper plate and plenty of towels or paper towels.

#2.  Load your brush with water, then dip it directly into paint, then into medium and then apply your first coat of paint to your bookmark.  Continue to paint with this technique until your bookmark is completely covered.  If it is too dark for you, then apply more paint.  
#.  Hang up to dry being sure to hang where drips from your paint will not cause damage (I hang mine in my garage).  Tip:  I use a wire hanger to hang my bookmarks.
Embroidery:

#1.  Print out the inside bookmark pattern and trace on doubled layer muslin.

#2.  Using a sunny window or a light box, trace (on one layer of the muslin) your stitchery pattern.

#3.  Place the second layer of muslin back underneath the first layer with your stitchery pattern on it and pin together.  
Santa – 
#1.  Embroider the outline (inside lines) with double strand of red embroidery thread using a simple backstitch.
#2.  Embroider with double strand of embroidery thread – hat and the words in red, star in yellow, beard in antique white, and Santa’s mouth in black.
#3.  With your colored pencils, color in hat with red. 

#4.  Stain using instructions below.

#5.  After staining and once dried – sew on black seed beads for his eyes and sew on white seed beads for the “puff” at the end of his hat.

#6.  Follow “Finish” instructions below.

Snowman –

#1.  Embroider the outline (inside lines) with double strand of blue embroidery thread using a simple backstitch.

#2.  Embroider with double strand of embroidery thread – words and shirt in blue, body including his head in antique white, and gloves in yellow.
#3.  With your colored pencils, color in shirt in blue.

#4.  Stain using instructions below.

#5.  After staining and once dried – sew on random blue seed beads for snow and black seed beads for his eyes.
#6.  Follow “Finish” instructions below.

Staining:

#1.  Prepare your stain mixture – mix 1/4 cup instant coffee, 1 cup of water, and 1/8 cup vanilla extract along with 1/4 teaspoon fragrance oil. (Add more fragrance oil if you prefer.)

#2.  Layer an old cookie sheet with either wax paper or an old rag.

#3.  With a sponge brush, cover your stitchery, both front and back.

#4.  Bake at 200 degrees for 10 minutes…WATCH very carefully.  Never leave this unattended.  If you need to bake longer, bake at only 5 minute increments.

Finish:

#1.  Once your outside pattern has dried and your stitchery has been baked and is dry, glue the stitchery to the center of the outside pattern using fabric glue.
